
On April 29, 2020, the American Cancer Society Comprehensive Cancer Control Initiative aired this second 
in a three-part Spring 2020 series which discussed a practical and proven approach to developing and 
implementing a successful lung cancer screening program. The goal of the webinar was to create more lung 
cancer survivors through safe, high-quality, and effective lung cancer screening practices.

William Mayfield, MD, Chair of the Georgia Lung Cancer Roundtable and Chief Surgical Officer of WellStar 
Health System, covered the topics of the continuum of care in lung cancer, the definition of lung cancer 
screening, the quality triad for successful screening programs, the critical need for patient navigators, the use 
of synchronous multidisciplinary care teams, and the keys to successful screening program growth. 

548 individuals attended the webinar, with 135 particpants completing both pre- and post-surveys.
