
On November 20, 2019, the American Cancer Society Comprehensive Cancer Control Initiative aired 
a webinar that addressed the impacts of stigma on conversations that we have with survivors with a 
smoking history.

Jamie L. Studts, PhD, Professor with the Division of Medical Oncology, Department of Medicine at the 
University of Colorado School of Medicine, Scientific Director with Behavioral Oncology at the University 
of Colorado School of Medicine, and Interim Program Leader for Cancer Prevention and Control at the 
University of Colorado Cancer Center, was the webinar presenter. 

142 individuals attended the webinar, with 21 particpants completing both pre- and post-surveys.
